Using SMART Notebook print capture

SMART Notebook Print Capture allows you to add multipage files
from other applications like Microsoft® Word and PowerPoint
software, or even a long webpage, to a Notebook file. In other words,
print capture is similar to printing to paper — one printed page is
equal to one Notebook page.

1 Open a file you want to capture into Notebook software

2 Select File > Print from the application’s main menu. The Print
dialog box will appear. Select SMART Notebook Print
Capture from your list of available printers.

3 Press Print to capture the page as an image to a Notebook

file. Notebook software will launch automatically if it's not open.
