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4 Adding Audio to the Voice Track(s)
— You have several options for adding audio to your project:

A) Drag and drop an audio file (mp3. wav, aiff. aac) directly from your desktop to
your voice track.

B) Import from your 1Tunes library through the media browser.

C) Record directly into GarageBand. This option requires a computer with a built-in

or USB microphone. (See last page for Microphone Input Settings).

You may add copyright-free music
tracks to accompany your podcast epi-
sode. These jingles could be used to
create a musical introduction to your
podcast episode.

1.Click on the to open the sound
effects panel. Select “jingles™.

2. Listen to options by selecting
themes and then individual jingles.
