Los adjetivos acompafian a los nombres (en inglés siempre van delante): A red
car = Un coche rojo (adjetivo calificativo) / Four days = Cuatro dias (adjetivo
numeral / Your book = Tu /ibro (adjetivo posesivo).

Los pronombre sustituyen a los nombres, luego van solos: I = yo / mine = mio.
Luego, si decimos It's my book = Es mi libro, utilizamos un adjetivo; y si decimos
It's mine = Es mio, usamos un pronombre ¢queda claro? Vamos a verlos por
separado.

ADJETIVOS POSESIVOS

My mi(s) That's my watch / Ese es mi reloj
They're my books / Estos son mis libros
YOUR tu(s) I Jike your hat / Me gusta ‘tu sobrero.
vuestro/a (s) | These are your tickets / Estas son sus entradas

HIS su(s) (de él) | This is his tie / Esta es su corbata

HER | su(s)(de ella) | She's broken her legs. / Se ha roto las piernas.

ITS | su(s)(neutro) | The bird is in its cage / El pdjaro estd en su jaula

OUR | nuestro/a(s) | Our house is small / Nuestra casa es pequefia
THEIR| suyo/a(s) What colour is their cat?/cDe qué color es su gato?

Los adjetivos posesivos en inglés hacen referencia al poseedor y no a la cosa
poseida y se usan con mds frecuencia que en espafiol.

Preceden normalmente a los sustantivos que indican partes del cuerpo,
parentesco, vestimenta y objetos personales, nombres que se usan en espafiol con
el articulo determinado:

John washes his hands / John se lava las manos (sus manos)
