    I can't swim neither / nor my brother 
 
ALSO  (también)  posición central 
        She sings and she also plays the piano 
 
 
TOO / AS WELL  (también)  posición final 
        She sings and she  plays the piano too/as well

        The floor has been polished. It’s like been walking on
        ice.

   3.- + oración: expresa causa   
        As I don’t speak English, I don’t go to New York. 
 
  (mientras)   + oración: (temporal)   As we were walking, we showed the accident. 
 
 
SINCE (desde) 1.- + nombre (preposición)   
        I’m happy since last Monday 
   2.- adverbio de tiempo    
        A long time since ... (desde hace mucho tiempo ...) 
   3.- + oracion 
     -- conjunción de tiempo Since I arrived (As ...) 
 
  (ya que, puesto que) -- conjunción causal  
        Since you can come ..)

        As I do. / As thick as a brick
