Certain verbs may be followed by an object and then by an infinitive with to – I told you to 
do it. The negative infinitive is formed with not – I told you not to do it.  

subject verb object (not) to + infinitive   

Marco's mother  ordered  him to get into  the car.  

Elena  told  the children  not to touch  the glasses.
