owing to lack of funds. A
public appeal was launched
but only £40 raised which
was insufficient for the
ambitious plans laid by
the committee.

But, thanks to the ladies
and a hard-working com-
mittee the Club survived
and since fthen has gone
from strength to strength.
So much so that in 1978
the club proudly celebrated
Iits centenary year.

In 1964 members of the .

club built their present
impressive clubhouse with
changing rooms, kitchen,
committeée room and bar,
and two years ago the
committee decided to build

a new double-decker
dressing room.
Cricketers and non-

playing members of the
club alike turned bricklay-
ers, plumbers, painters
and labourers.

Last Saturday their ef-
forts were rewarded as our
picture of the completed
building shows.

Upstairs there are two
dressing rooms equipped
with showers, toilets and
wash basins and down-
stairs are two large rooms,
one of which will be used
as a store room and the
other a games room.

for its completion than
Bob Pearson, veteran
cricketer and one who has
been connected with the:
Ardsley club since he was
a youngster.

He told the ‘Advertiser’
““We have been threatened
with extinction on more
than one occasion, but we
have always risen again.
| firmly believe that help
comes best to those who
help themselves. We have
a tremendous team spirit
at East Ardsley and never

has it been more apparent
than during the past few
years”

Bob, who is the club’s
cricket chairman, believes
the do-it-yourself job has
saved the club at least
£20,000. "'We got no help
from the Sports Council or
from Leeds Council, and
apart from paying for the
electrical work we have
done the rest on a volun-
tary basis. :

“We have had many
fund-raising efforts over
the years and our ladies’
committee has also helped
considerably with the fin-
ances.

“"We believe a building
such as we have erected
would have cost us at
least £25,000. As it is,
£5,000 has covered all our
experses thanks to mem-
bers’ efforts and help we

have received from friends
