 A blog is a “easily created, easily updateable 
website that allows an author(s) to publish 
instantly to the Internet from any Internet 
connection.” (Richardson, 2006)

 A blog gives you the ability to create links 
between your ideas and supporting resources on 
the web.

 Blogs connect readers enabling them to comment 
on and question content published in the blog.

 Sign up for a blog with one of the blog 
hosting services.

 Click on the “Create a Blog” tab.  Choose a 
name and blog address and check for 
availability.

Add pictures, videos, 
links, etc…
