Description: You will choose a character from Greek Mythology and create a file folder tri-fold display
chronicling important information related to your topic. The information should answer the questions: Who?
What? When? Where? Why? How? What was his/her significance in Greek Mythology? How has he/she
been represented in art, drama, and/or literature post 1500 AD?

Additionally, the information should be presented in a visually appealing manner. It should include multiple
pictures and text boxes. It is not necessary for anything to be printed in color, but you must include color on
your display. Please see the sample posted on HW hotline and displayed in the classroom for inspiration on
how to include color while still printing in black &white. You must cover the front, back, and inside of the file
folder tri-fold, but may not add additional space beyond your one folder.

You must also include a work cited page on a separate sheet of paper, using MLA format.
