Direct Instruction

u Textbook reading
m Lecture

u Teacher-centered
questioning and

planning

Didactic Instruction

= Tends to be used for teaching facts,
rules, and action sequences.

u Limited to learning units of the content
so they can be remembered.

a Tends to focus on the lower levels of
Bloom's Taxonomy.

= Questions tend to be convergent.




Expository Teaching

u The abstraction or concept to be taught is
stated by the teacher before examples are
given, and then the examples are provided
to help illustrate the abstraction.
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Advantages of Expository
Teaching

u Because the questioning tends to be
convergent, this approach tends to be more
time-efficient than indirect or discovery
lessons.

= Because it is teacher-directed, this type of
lesson gives the teacher more control.

w Less skill in questioning is required; hence,
there is less need for skilled classroom
interaction.
