Our class will be participating in the Monetary
Positive Reinforcement Program (MPRP) at
our school. Most of you are familiar with this,
but in short students portraying positive

removed from class to do independent work in
another environment and parent/guardian is
contacted

Fourth time misbehaving: student is sent to
principal’s office where they may suspend or
expel a student or set up a parent conference

Our school practices a zero tolerance expectation
when considering threats, fighting, drugs, or any item
that may be considered a weapon on school grounds.
If this behavior is exhibited by any individual they will
be expelled.

behavior are rewarded with school money.
This behavior can include consistently
following classroom rules, behaving in the
cafeteria, or simply standing out to a teacher
or faculty member as a positive asset to the
school community. The money can be used at
the school store to purchase items ranging
from pens and pencils to books and toys.
