7. Always re-read it. It helps you know if there’s something you didn’t catch the first time, like things that
might be in your head but your reader wouldn’t understand without more detail.

8. Be creative! Maybe you could write your whole story in interviews. You could!

Sift together the flour, baking powder, baking soda,
remaining 2 tablespoons sugar, and salt in a medium
bowl. Add heavy cream and mix until just combined.
Place mixture in an ungreased 8-inch square pan and
bake until golden, 18 to 20 minutes.

Remove shortcake from pan and place on a rack to cool
slightly. Cut into 6 pieces and split each piece in half
horizontally.

Spoon some of the strawberries with their juice onto
each shortcake bottom. Top with a generous dollop of
whipped cream and then the shortcake top. Spoon more

Vietnamese New Year is called Tét. The date this year for Tét is February 3. The Viethamese use
the lunar calendar (a calendar that follows the path of the moon) instead of the solar calendar (a
calendar that follows the path of the sun). Tétis a time to visit family and friends. It is also a time to
celebrate the new year.

Food

On Tét people eat things like banh chung. Banh chung is a special kind of rice cake. It is
sticky rice surrounding mung bean paste. It has a center of pork and is wrapped in fresh banana
leaf.

On Tét people wear a kind of dress robe called a6 dai. It is worn by men and women though
people wear it on other occasions than just on Tét. For example, in Saigon girls wear white a6 dai to
school. On Tét people wear red a6 dai instead of white because white is a funeral color in Vietnam.

Customs

On Tét people make offerings to Buddha and dead families and friends. The offerings are
usually fruits, banh chung and tea. A day before the day to give the offering people will prepare it.
On Tét people will put the offerings on an altar and light incense and candles. They will pray for a bit
and then blow out the candles. Then they will take the offerings off the altar.
