In the course of this class, | was able to demonstrate and closely work with
many Technology Standards. However, two standards stand out as the main basis
for my class work. | was definitely able to use the desktop feature, Publisher, in an
in-depth manner (TF-V.C.1). | learned how to publish a professional newsletter with
design principles integrated and then publish my newsletter into PDF format. | had
never actually done this. | now do it with all my important documents! | also
learned a great deal about using the appropriate tools and design principles to
communicate to a certain audience with a certain purpose in mind (TF-V.C.6). Design
principles, such as two-thirds and CAST, were essential in learning how to make a
newsletter or any publication of any kind visually pleasing and communicative in the
right way. | enjoyed this very much!
