Differentiated instruction is vital for students. Every student is different and therefore learns through
different means. It will be critical for me to incorporate differentiated instruction in my classroom
because as an educator it is my responsibility to teach these students the material. In terms of
pedagogies | will need to know my content and still be able to connect with students. | will find a
balance between the amount of content knowledge | have and how | express it to students.

As an educator | believe that every student can retain information and express it in their own way.
That's why when | check for student understanding of the content knowledge they will be able to
show what they know in their own way. They will be given the option to do a creative project in
which they demonstrate to me their understanding of the content knowledge. For example, if a
student is a kinesthetic learner they can act out a skit in front of the class.
