OVERALL CONTENT - 40%

All content is in the students' own words and
includes 93-100% of the required checklist.

COOPERATION - 15%

Worked cooperatively with partner all the time with
no need for adult intervention. Student was an
engaged partner, listening to suggestions of others
and worked cooperatively.

Worked cooperatively with partner most of time but
had a few problems that the team resolved
themselves. Student was an engaged partner but
had trouble listening to others and/or working
cooperatively.

Worked cooperatively with partner most of the time,
but had one problem that required adult
intervention. Student cooperated with others, but
needed prompting to stay on-task.

Worked cooperatively with partners some of the
time, but had several problems that required adult
intervention. Student did not work effectively with
others.
