Procedure

Session 1 * Review Powerpoint by Mary. Discuss what you see in Mary’s
neighborhood and school. How is it similar/different that where you live
and your community.

Session 2 | Using construction paper, boxes, and markers students are
responsible for building their “place” in their community. They must
have a description and title for their building.

- Take a picture of each student with their building.

- As a class build your community for all to see (this can act as a map).
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Session 3  Each student must write about their building and tell why it is important
for their community.

- In small groups come up with blog questions for Brian or Mary about
their community. Post questions on blog for Mary or Brian to answer.
 Pose reflection questions such as what is similar/ different about your
community and Brian/Mary’s community? What would a community be

like without a hospital? How does a strong education affect a
community?
