Grade Level: Fifth

Procedure:

Send home letter to families during the unit so students have addresses of family members and
Advance companies to write to.

Preparation

Ask students to reflect on everything they have learned through this experience. Create a list on
Session 1 chart paper or allow them to use Wallwisher to collect their thoughts. Use these standards-based

guiding questions to help generate a meaningful list.
1. What are your individual rights in Amerca?
2 What are the rights of the people of Kenya?
3. How does the government influence the economy in different countries?
4., How might education influence a community? How is this different in your country than Kenya?
5 What is the role of financial institutions?

Show students the sample letter. Tell them that an easy way to make change is to involve more
people in your cause. Ask students to think of ways they can share their knowledge with financial
institutions and companies across the nation to help make a difference.

Sessions 3-4 Encourage students to share their cause with national organizations. Can they write a letter
explaining everything they have learned? Can they create a glog with a link to their own museum
box to send to other companies?
