Thematic Map, geographic conflict

Procedure:

Sessions 1-3 Provide the instructions for the thematic map to the students. Share the website with the
students and allow them time to plan, research, and create their map.

Sessions 4-5 Give students time to present their maps to the class. In the presentation, students need to

answer the following questions:

What does your map show?
How this information relevant to Kenya? Africa? The World?

How will this influence the economy, culture, or trade in Africa?
How might this information affect Joan?
