The constitution divides the power of 
government into three parts or branches: The 
Legislative Branch which makes the law, the 
Executive Branch which enforces the laws, and 
the Judicial Branch which interprets the laws.  
The Colorado legislature (General Assembly) is 
made up of two groups the Senate and House of 
Representatives. The people in these groups are 
known as 'citizen legislators' because they hold a 
variety of jobs, ranging from ranching to 
teaching, during the times they are not serving in 
the General Assembly. 
The Executive Branch of Colorado government 
is made up of State Officers named in our 
Constitution. Governor Bill Ritter’s job is to 
make sure that jobs passed by the legislature are 
properly executed. The Governor also suggests 
changes for laws to better the community.  
Our courts make up the Judicial Branch of 
government. Courts conduct and review trials in 
both civil and criminal cases.There are four 
primary courts in Colorado: County Courts, 
District Courts, the Court of Appeals, and the 
Supreme Court. 

Colorado's scenic beauty comes alive in 
every corner of the state and throughout all 
seasons. Tourists flock to Colorado to ride 
scenic byways, soak in the history of the Old 
West, ski Vail and enjoy great summer 
activities like whitewater rafting in Durango. 
There is always something to do in Colorado 
no matter what time of year. In the winter, 
the Colorado mountains turn into a winter 
wonderland. In the summer, you can visit the 
Denver Zoo, take a hot air balloon ride, or 
take a long bike ride through the mountains. 
Tourism is a very important part of the 
Colorado economy, especially in the small 
mountain ski towns.

The 

blue is meant to represent the skies, the gold 

stands for the sunshine enjoyed by the state, 

the white represents the snow-capped 

mountains and the red represents the earth.

Colorado ranks first in producing proso 
millet, a grass that is grown to feed livestock 
and birds. Colorado is also known for its 
production of sunflowers, potatoes, grain, 
pinto beans, onions, lettuce and peaches. 
Colorado’s leading livestock is cattle, sheep 
and lamb. Producers and consumers are 
working hard to buy and sell locally grown 
foods and livestock in order to help support 
the Colorado economy and community.  
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
