Problem/Purpose 

• What is the purpose or problem for research and is it clearly stated? 

• Explain why or how this research was important (significance). 

Literature Review 

• Do(es) the researcher(s) critically evaluate previous findings or only summarize what is 
known? 

• Does this literature review support the need for the research and relate previous studies 
to the purpose or problem for research? 

Research Questions 

• Are the research questions or hypothesis consistent with any known facts or a theory? 

• Does the research purpose address professional practice? Briefly explain. 

Methodology 

• Are the procedures, design and instruments employed sufficiently described to allow 
another researcher to replicate the study? 

• Is the sample or population fully described? 

• (Quantitative Research) Is there evidence concerning validity and reliability of the 
instruments in the study? 

Results 

• (Quantitative Research)  What were the statistical techniques used to analyze the data? 

• (Quantitative Research)  Were the results clearly presented and the research questions 
or hypothesis addressed? 

• (Quantitative Research)  Was there reference made to statistical or practical 
significance? 

Discussion, Implications, Conclusions 

• Are the conclusions and generalizations consistent with the findings? 

• List some specific implications of the findings. (Minimum of two) 

• Do(es) the researcher(s) discuss limitations of the study?

Research questions or 
hypothesis is identified and 
relationship to theory is 
discussed. The link 
between the research 
purpose and professional 
practice is discussed.  

Research question or 
hypothesis is correctly 
identified with little or no 
discussion of relation to 
theory or facts. The 
relationship to professional 
practice is identified. 

The research question or 
hypothesis is not properly 
identified, or no theory or 
explanation of purpose is 
offered. 
 

Methodology 
 

Methodology, study design 
instrumentation, sample 
and data collection 
methods are citied and 
discussed. Replicability is 
addressed.  

Most elements of research 
design are listed with a 
brief comment about 
replicating the study. 
 

A few elements of the 
method, design, 
instrumentation, sample or 
data collection are listed 
without discussion.  
 

Results 
 

Full discussion of findings 
is linked to the action plan. 
 

Action plan, change of 
practice and participant 
outcomes results is only 
summarized or briefly re-
stated with finding result. 

Response to template 
prompt presented as 
sentence or fragment with 
no discussion.

Conclusions 

All elements listed in 
template are presented 
and supported. 

All elements listed in the 
template are included.
