(i) Latin Roots (e.g. scec, scrib, rupt, port, ject, dict)
(iv) Greek Suffixes ( (e.g. —ology, -phobia, -ism, -ist)
(v) Latin derived suffixes (e.g. —able, -ible, -ance, -ence)
(C )Differentiate between commonly confused terms (e.g. ifs, it's;
affect, effect)
(D) Use spelling patterns, rules, print and electronic resources to
determine and check correct spellings
(E) Use print and electronic devices to check spelling

assessed in isolation - either rubric.) State: Score on campus.
--Students should score a 4 or 5 on the Six Traits of Writing
Assessment rubrics fo be considered developing as expected.
--Students should score a 3 or 4 on the State Rubric to be
considered developing as expected.
