BIG IDEA 2: Oral and written conventions are
among the tools we use to make meaning.
Conventions and word choice (i.e. adjectives,
adverbs) make reading and writing more
interesting.

determine and check correct spellings
(C) know how fo us the spell-check function in word processing while
understanding its limitations

Six Traits Writing or Using the State Rubric

Near the end of the nine weeks, teachers will score a
piece of writing using either the Six Traits or the State
Rubric. If using the Six Traits Rubric, teachers will enter the
data into the district data system. (Using proper
conventions is an expectation and not assessed in isolation
— either rubric.) State: Score on campus.

--Students should score a 4 or 5 on the Six Traits of Writing
Assessment rubrics to be considered developing as
expected.
