Each school day, more than 560,000
school safety patrol boys and girls
across the country help to keep other
students safe.

The patrols are usually selected by
teachers and principals. They are often
fifth- and sixth-grade students.

School safety patrols give their
time to be at their post early in the
morning, after school in the afternoon,
and in all kinds of weather.

They often raise and lower the
school flag as well.

Rules of the game

You’ll need:

* One reader (adult or older kid) and one or two players

* Make sure the
students move in an
orderly manner and fill
the bus from the back.

* See that books, lunch boxes,
trash or any other items are kept off
the floor.

* Make certain that no one touches
the emergency door. Also, help the
driver open the door if necessary.

* Keep order. Report to the driver
anyone who does not cooperate.
Report to the driver any damage to
the bus.

* 3 cups diced cooked chicken
* 1 cup diced celery drained

* 1 teaspoon salt * 1 tablespoon Dijon mustard
