As a trainee Jon worked in the Sutvey, Des‘,lgnﬂr zmd Construction Branches of Sydney
Water on the Warragamba Pipeline No2, the: Prospect to Thornleigh Rising Main, the
Bondi Sewage Treatment Plant, the investigation of the Shoalhaven Scheme and later as 2
professional engineer on the Northem,‘Westemiﬁnd Southern Regions of Sydney. With
increased emphasis on the environment; extra resources were expended by Sydney Water
in the built environment, particulatly in co-operation with the National Trust of Australia
(NSW). As an engineer, in 1994 Jon was able to assume the position of Archivist for
Sydney Water, which gave him access to all hjstéarical records. On retirement in 2003 Jon
