The Trans-Austealian Railway was
by the Commenwealth of Australis,

It connects Kalgoorlie in Westorn Auatralia with Port Avgusts in South
Australia,

The gauge of the line is the world's shandard, wiz., 4 ft. &} in.

The rails used are 80 Ib. to the yard, and altogether approximately
140,000 tons wers nesded to construct the line,

Sleapers of best Australian timbers, and to the number of about 2,500,000,
sapport the rails, whilst the ballast, so far used, comsista of broken stone
and gravel.

The ruling gradient is 1 in 100 {except on & short distance where it iz
1 in 80), thare are long stretches in which the earthwork was very light,
Neverthelass, the construction of the railway involved the removal of
about 5,000,000 cubic yards of earth and rock. In one 26.mile stretch
through sandhill comnfry, 1,000,000 cubic yards were remoyed. Some
cattings through sandhiils have had to be foced with stone and other
material to prevent the sand from drifbing.

In crossing the Nullarbor Plain, so named because it is treelees, the
railway runs without & curve for 300 miles, which is probably the world's

—repard for o ** straight.”

Tn all its length of over 1,051 miles, the line does not cross a single
permanent stream of water.

The Region Traversed.

The country through which the railway runs falls naturally inte four
divisions =—

1. Tho mnitic plateau, extending for 167 miles enstward from
Kirrsour]ie.

2. The limastone ** plain,” which runs for 450 miles to the east from
the edge of the granitic country,

3. The belt of sandhills on the eastern edge of the limestong region,
throngh which the line runs for about 50 miles.

4. The stretch of asuntry extending for nearly 400 miles from the
onstern edpe of the sandhills to Port Avgusta,

Of these, the westernmost divisi bles the zold-felds conntry
of Western Australin ; the easternmost
i of the same type ae the neighbouring
parte of South Australia ; - bot the lime-
gtone plains are not quite fike anything
alse in Australia, or, indeed, on this surth.
From Kalgoorlie the line runs
aceoss o pletenu, dipping very slowly
towards the east on the whele, but
swelling at intervals into regular ridges,
and  broken by ouf-crops of geanite
which form low rouwnded
hils. At a placa 101
miles east of lgoorlie
thers is a shallow cuttin
through the summit
one of these ridges, snd
this iy the highest point on
- the line—1,326 foot above
senlevel. At Goddard's
Creek, 45 miles further on,
the Iovel falls to 000 feet.

¥oung Native Dogs.
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This. first section of the line runs through timbered country nesrly all
the way. Much of it is covered fairly thick with salmon gums and other
encalypts of fair sizge, running up to 50 or 60 fest in height. In parss the
kurrajong and the odoriferous  sandalwood—the true sndalwood of
commarop—are fuirly abondant. Tn fact, many humdreds of tons of
sandalwood have slready been cut and sent down the fine, to fnd its way
o the East and lend its heisy fragrance to Chinese joss-honses. Hers
and thers grow clumps of that strange sncalypt, the gimletwood, ite grain
twisted like the tool from which it takes it name. For mils after mile
th eoountryside glaams white with everlasting daisies, and, in the spring,

Onge past this belt and you are on the brue Nullarbor Plain. It is not s
dead level, but rolls away mile after mile, leagoe after league, in very
entle undulations. Tt dipe slowly, very slowly indecd, much less than o
oot in o mile on the average, towards the cast. A foot or eo of red  soil
covers the limestone, but on all the rises feagments of broken limestone
project upwards through the soil or lie loose upon the surface. Here and
there are dongas or slight depressions in the surface, in Wwhich a greater
dug&h of soil colleots, and these show in epring a luxuriant growth of grass
and vegetation. As o rule they are small, ouly a few acres, bub some of
those near the western end of the plain contein hundreds of acres.  Some
of them are covered with grass o foot
long, waving in the wind, and

the native hop, with its rich, reddish-brown masses of flowers, stands out
in strong eontrast o the asombre green of the trees and shrabs.

The granite dips beneath the limestone 167 miles from Halgooriie and
hers you pass abruptly into another world. The outward and visible
sign of the change is the vanishing of the eucalypts, So sudden and
complete is their passing that o line eould be drawn north and south noross
the country, to the weet of which the gums dominate the scenery, while
to the east there are none. From this onward you seo not a single eucalyptus,
great or small, ¢ill the mallee gums of the Doldea sandhills, 450 miles to
the east, are reached. A trip along this line can be confidently recom-
mended to those critics who complain of the "eternal gum-tree™ in
A Jan land Nowhere, except in the western division, is the
gum.tree the dominsnt tree of the countryside. ©m this second division,
the larpeat of all, it is complately abeent, while in the sast it playe quite a
secondary part as compared with the myall, the mulga, and other acacias,
and the black oak.

But thongh the limestone appears 167 miles out, thers s still 40 miles
to go before the open(}:laln iz reached. Hers grow the black osk, with ite
dark, rugged stem and the hnir-like folinge which marks all the casuaring
family, the myall, and the mulga, with their dull-green leaves. Below are
the saltbuah and the blusbush, the characteristic plants of all this country.
The bluebush is particularly conspicaois with its leaves of & bluish-white,
a shade which no other plant can guite rival.

As the line approaches the 200-mile mark the trees grow more snd more
seattered, and bluehush and the ealthush spread, Naretha, ab the
205 mile post, Hes just to the esst of a ridge with o fair growth of black
oak, myall, and mulgs, and, from this point onward, the line runs over
the Nullarbor Plain. Except for a narrow belt a conple of miles wide, of
black oak and myall, which orossea the line, ranning north and south, 286
miles out, there iz not o tree, and only b long intervals a buosh more than
% or 4 feet high is visible.

aprinkled  with  pink  and  white
daisies  and other flowers.  These
dongas become very rtare over the
great central area of the plain, bub
reappear  again  in  some numbers
towards its enstern edge.

PBut the charscteristic plants of
the plain are the bluebush, with its
phostly colouring ; and the saltbush,
best of all native fodder plants, with
its greyish-green leaves, salt, but not
unpleagant to  the tfaste. Alone or
with o few kindred plants they oover '
almost  the whole surface.  Grass
comes in the spring but withers before
the heat of suwmmer, but the salt-
bush and the bipebuel go on  for
ever, No bush-fire hag ever come to
aweep the surface of the plain; at
least there are no traces of fice to be
gech. The ealtbush and the bluebush
are 50 constructed that their leaves
absorh the moisture from every chance
shower of rain, snd when no rain
comes they oan drink in the dew
that often falla heavily in these parts.
Here and there a timy dwarf acacia
rajses its spine-like leaves and wellow

halls a few inches from the
ground, but it esoms & stranger which has strayed into an uncongenial
envirgnment,

There is & faseination about these vast open plaine difforent in kind, but
(uite a5 great as the faseination of the forest, For 300 miles the line runs
without a curve. You look back and the shining rails run on towards
infinity until they seer bo moet in the dim distance. Yo look forward and
see the same bwin threads deswn out till they melt into one snother. Else-
whers there is nothing but the plain and sky, ‘The pliin rolls away to just
such a circular horizon ae the voyager by water seee when out of sight of
land. By day the sun shines in a heaven of eloudless blue or flecked at
moat by & few whita clonds, gnd beneath it sleeps the circle of earth,
unbroken by hill or vnﬂ?;cby tree or honse, or any of those thinga that we
look for in ordinary landscapes, By day the aun's light flocds the shade-
less plain, and by night the moon and the stars blaze forth with & bright.
ness not seen in mojster climates, and, under the moonlight, the blwsh-
white and geey-green of the hluebush and saltbush look even more uncarthly
and ghogtlike than by day.

What srea the limestone covers is as yet unknown, and the limits of the
plain tio the north of the line have never been determined, Probably the
plain has & total ares of nearly 100,000 square miles, or more than the
area of the Btate of Victoria,

The geology of this strange region is but little known, bul it is obvious
that where the plain now stretelies the sea onen rolled,  The lmestone was
of course Iaid down under water ; indeed, much of it is full of the perfectly
preserved vemiing of shells, Then, by s great upheaval —with which ia
perhaps eat depression {n the ocean oor acros the Great
Anstralisn Bight, where soundings of 3,000 fathoms ooour ab no greab
distnoe from the shore—the old gea-bed has been rajsed to dry land onee
more. Even now much of this ancient sea-bottom rotaing so much of its
original nature that the water which it yields is ag sult ne the sea, and some.
timee » good deal salter,
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Such water as falls on the surface this limestone absorbe like & sponge,
and, beneath, it is full of eaverns and subtorranenn passages. A charsoter
istie fenture of some parts of the plain are * blowholes,” openings in the
surface oommunicating with the underworld, There is a conatant circu-
lation of air below, and sometimes the ' blowholes "' give out a strong
eurrent, while others of them suekitin. The best cave as yet discoversd is
Lyneh's Cave (named after the first Federal Minister to visit it), about
D niles from the railway station ot Loongana, 336 milea out.  Here, there is
a alight depression in the surfice, notable hecanse a needlebnsh some 7 feet
high grows in it, and in the middle of this opens a round hole about 10 feet

atroes,  You climb down s ladder to the floor of the cave, 30 feet below the
surfpee.  The hols has opened put into o chamber 45 feet across with dark
passages and crevices leading from it, and a blowhole in one coroer throngh
which comes a sbrong eurrent of air.  On the walls salt glistens like dismonds,
ond stalaetites, pinl and yellow, grow in strange shapes, simulating fingers,
walking-sticks, and many other articles, while many form o fretwork of
marvellons delivacy.

A yet stranger feature of the plain is the presence on the surface, par-
ticularly on the more elevated parts of fhe L aguntry, of pioces of
nntural gles. They are blsek in colour, hard and gloasy, ressmbling the
obgidium found in eoma voloanie regions.  Some are shaped like bultons,
others are in flakes or fragments. In some places they are comparatively
mumerous, bk how they got there no one knows, There is no veleanic
country for hundreds of miles around, snd probabily the theory that they
have been driven upwards into the air by voleanie explosions and  have
fallen on the surface van be discounted. It has boen suggested that they
are of extra-terrestrinl origin, a kind of cosmic glass, and have fallen as
micteotites, and that theory seema to be the one now more generally
ne:gted. If o, they are frogments of matter which have reached the
earth from oufer space.

When 452 miles sast of Kalgoorlie the line runs scrose the border into
Bouth Australin. On either side of the reilway is a small stone osirn marling
tha boundary, but there is nothing else to mark the change from one State
to another, only the boundless plain stretching away to the horison on every
side. For 150 miles bevond this the plain rolls on until it begins to seem
that ivis without limit. Then, over 600 miles from Kalgoorlie, yon catch
a glimpse of something different. From the top of 4 alight rise there come
into view, rising dark anid dimn like elouds against the north-castern horizon,
long, low ranges, outliers of the Musgrave ]gngm
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At the (05 milas from Kalgoorlie a long * edge ™ runs north and south
acroes the plain. Yoo deseend the slope to o deprossion 80 feet below,
and the character of the country chan Thers are real trees, small
things of 10 or 12 foet high, but looking like giants after the bushes of the
pluin.  Gleass grows ronk and geeen in the hollows, and the soil is desper,
and containg more clay.  After n few miles this country shades off into the
sandlulls, and the plain ia laft for goed,

The sandhill belt, whioh beging ot Oolden, is o taingled mass of vidyges and
hwollows of w loose material, which looks like sand, but is not real sand, but
rather the acoumolation through long agee of the fine dust blown off the
pluins to the westwsrd, Unlwokily for the railway, the ridges usually
rin north and south at right angles to the line, and hive to be out theough,
In & state of nature there is nothing of the travelling sandbills about them;
they are covered with a fairly thick growth of amall trees, mallee gums,
myalls, black sak, silly oalt, nakive cork, aud many ot hers, sorub and bushes,
bt when the surface ie elenved the soil is easily moved by the wind, and the
bigrer ¢uttings have to be faced with stone.

The Ooldes sosls, about 3 miles from the line, has sn interest Loth
historieal and practical. In the middle of & bare, open, snd most
unpromiking sandy hollow surrounded by steop sandhills, a permanent
aupply of water is to be found a few fect below the surface and while the
water gob by boring on this section of the line is salf, the water here is
perfeckly fresh.  Probably there is 4 clay-pan under the sand which holds
up the water. It lig done good service, both to explovers like Gilss, who,
in 1875, croased portion of the great Nullarbor Pluin, and to surveyors and
others, who deew upon it in the earlier stages of the work of builling the
railway.

The laat division of the line, from the sandhills to Port Augusta, is mors
complex in its features, and more varied in surface, than any of the others.
For whaut 100 miles, till the hilly comntry around Taroools iz reached, the
ting rune woross red-soil plains and undulating country, Tt is for the most
part well-timbered with Black cak and mynll and oceasional enealyptus, and
well | From the size of the timber it would appear to have more
rain than the conntry neaver Port Augusta. Tt is certainky fine pastoral
aountey, and may yet be nsed for agricalture.

Animal and Bird Life.

The largest nutive animuls on the plain are the dingoes, which sstallish
themaelves in the lmestone holes and coves, and are faicly common,  Of
kangaroo and wallaby there are no fraces exeept in the sornl) conntry of
the sandhilla. Rabbits are oumerous everywhere. Away bevond all
traces of settlement, where the only human inhabitants sre a few wretobed
aborigines, wandering in small mobs, with their doga and their families,
from rock-hole to rock-hole, the rabhit is quite at home.

Pastoral Possibilities.

The pastora]l possibilities of the country traversed
by the line have sttracted considerable attention.
8o far as the eastern end is converned, soch leases s
exiet have been held for & considerable time—in
most instanoes before the railway was constructed,
In the Western State, however, leases covering up.
wards of 30 million seres Iying between Kitehoner
and the State border have been granted in recent
years—chiefly gince the line was opened for traffic.

The: latgs area wvacant in South Auvstralia from
the border eastwnrd has not yet been mads available
by the State. The Commonwealth authorities arg
anzxious to have this land thrown open for ocoupatiog
aa early as possible, and represutations to this effey
have been made to the State authorities.

Climate.

The climate i almost wniformly good. Tn summer
there are oveasional hot days, such as are ecperiensed
in other parts of Australia, but the prapoction of
thess, ‘even i midsummer, & not by any mesns excessive, and
on the Nullarbor Plain tivularly, the cvening aa & mls brings
refreshing breges from Uhe Australion Bight, nights on any
part of the line are almest invariably eool.
