About 45 men students reeponded to the
pummaons vesterday, and this number was
maintasned ti'_Li'--JiF_:'rll.'rl:lt the dav, At 515
prim. several of Lhe stidents were still
working, applying and levelling cement oo
A stone Linse.

The bottom of the pond will have an
area of about 5000 equare feet, and this
has to be paved with waste staone, aml
covered with about three inches of sand
and vement, About 1,000 square foet wau
paved with stone vesterday, and about
T square feet was covered with cement.
Toaols and materials were found by the
L'niversity, a concrele miXer being sup-
plisd by the Schonl of Engimeermg, The
materity of the workers were engineering
gtidents, Lot there woae a sprniukling of
etudents fromn other faculties, During
the early part ot the day the workers,
were subjected to a good deal of en-
voturagement and sympathy irom  fellow
students, but later the mnovelty wore off,
wid they were petimitted to work in peace.
“Smoke-ols” were weleomed, and the wo-
men students' calls to morning and after-
noon tea were promptly answered, Funda
to provide morming and afternonn tea were
provided by the Guoild of Undetgraduntes
atd the Men's Clul and Women's Club.
