sion of the Iostitute of Engineers of Aus-
tralia ,the Roval Bociety of Western Aus
tralia, and the University Engincers’ Chub.

wompetition was held for a enitable
design fur the memorial and, of the ten
designs sobmetted, that of Brooks, Robin-
som, Pty., Ltd., of Melbourne, was selected,

The late ', Haocoek, who was closely
connected with the setemtific anmd public
life of the State for over 40 years, died
abroad on Ancust M6, 1031, at the age of
B8 years.  An early worker in rmlnirp_v,
Dr, Hancock controcted perious o sabilities
which ultimately deprived him of the use
of the fingers of ope band and greatly ime-
peded the use of the tiogers of his other
hand. He has been desoribed as “a martyr
to the development of X-rays.”

After having studied at the University
of Glasgow, Dr. Hancock come to Westorn
Australia in 1855 amnd. as a memhber of the

public service of the Colony, he was -
timately connicted with the construction
and establishment of the first Perth-Fri-
mihtle telephone exchange svstem. For

i time he was superintendent of  tele-
craphs aud later as government electrionl
cnrineer he carried  out the  eleetricd)
squipment of the Fremantle and Bunbuars
I'.I‘ﬂil'bll"li[n. Following the diseovery o
Xerave by Rontgen m 1895, Dr. Haneook
condmeted rodioloreal research  in thos
State. For over 20 years he was honorary
radiologist to the PPerth Hospital and
during the war he diceted (also in an
honorary capucity) all Xerav work at the
Base Howpital, Fremantle,  lo recogmition
of his comtribitions to science he received
