The Chairman, in opening the pro
ceedings gave a brief and concise re

sume of the history of the Fremantle

technical classes from their inception.

These classes were originally started

some years ago by the Locomotive De

partment as classes solely for locomo

tive employes, but, after a hard strug
gle, they fell through. In July List the

evening classes were opened by Mr. Wat-'

son. the head master of the boys'

school, under the auspices of the Educa

tion Department. In» this movement

the locomotive classes joined, and the

amalgamation .
has proved highly suc

cessful. The Locomotive Department
officials .offered every incentive to the

employes to attend the classes in the

way of paying half-fees, and in many

cases the whole fees, according to the

status of those who attended. The

chairman alluded to the fact that the

Education Department had now found

out that these classes had grown so

much that, they required to be placed,

under a separate board of management,
which had recently been properly con

stituted, and had now assumed control.

Mr. C. Y. O'Connor, the engineerin
chief, briefly addressed those present on

the benefit of technical education to the

community generally.

Mr. R. B. the locomotive
engineer, was asked to distribute the
prizes, and, before doing so, he apolo
gised for the absence of tho Minister of

Education and the Inspector-General of

Schools. The prizes were then distri

buted.
