Completely focussed

My partner is completely absorbed in this new

Determined

My partner is determined to learn and is
focused on making progress

Interested

My partner is interested in the learning and is
trying things to improve skill and knowledge

Casual

My partner is not really interested in the
learning but is having a go atiit

Uninterested

My partner shows no signs of interest in the
topic as yet
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Knowledge

A thorough understanding

My partner/knows about and fully understands
this new learning and is able to explain it’s wider
significance to others

A good understanding

My partner can give some good answers to the
questions of what, why, when and how

A basic understanding

My partner can give a basic answer to each what,
why, when and how question but with little detail

One or two ideas

My partner has a bit of knowledge about the
topic but cannot explain things yet

No knowledge
My partner doesn’t seem to have any knowledge
about this topic yet
