Paste the following into an empty page on your wiki.

5.0 (MLA format), and all images must be cited with the URL of 
the image given

Edit as necessary for what you are asking students to share. 
 
Have the students find, type in, cite, and review their information. 
 



Have the students open GOOGLE EARTH and create a placemark for 

their location.   
 
Have the students navigate back to the wiki and click on SOURCE 

 
 
Copy all the information they had typed into the wiki – this will include 
hyperlinks, pictures, videos, etc. 
Navigate back to the placemark in Google Earth. 
Right mouse click on the placemark and choose properties and Paste in 
the data. 
 

 
And click on OK. 
 
Now, when they click on their placemark, they will see the following:
