Adding Images to Google Earth

1. Click Add = Photos... The New dialog box appears.
2. Enter the following information:

¢ Name - Descriptive label of the image

e Link - Enter the URL (website address) or location of the photo you want
to add. To choose a photo on your computer, click Browse...

e Transparency - Choose the opacity of the image as it appears in the 3D
viewer

¢ Description tab - (optional) Enter any comment or text about the image

¢ View tab - Use these settings to manually place the photo in an exact
location. For explanation of terms in this tab, mouse over each field. You
can also click and drag the image to the location you want

e Photo tab - These settings include:

o Camera placement - This is the location of the default viewpoint as

you view the photo

Heading - The orientation of the photo relative to north

Tilt - The inclination of the photo relative to the surface of the Earth

Roll - Use this to rotate the absolute orientation of the photo

Field of view - These settings control how much of the 3D viewer

the photo occupies relative to the Earth. Check Lock Aspect Ratio

to maintain the original dimensions of the photo
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3. Click OK when you are finished. You can view the photo as described
above. You can return to the photo anytime by double clicking it in the
Places panel.

* Picasa is another Google project. It is a graphics organizer which locates
all the graphics on your computer and makes them manageable from one
location.

« To “tag” a graphic in Picasa, select the photos you want to use, then click
on Tools in the Menu bar, then select, Geotag, Geotag with Google Earth.
This will bring the photos into Google Earth.

* Navigate to the location you want to place the photo, make sure the cross
hair is over the location you want the photo to appear.

* Click on the Geotag button, then done. The photo will be placed on the

map in Google Earth, once it appears; the item can be edited to appear as
a place mark by right clicking on going to properties.
