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Guide to Using this Document

This overview has been compiled for the GTZ ProBEC “Efficient Fundraising for Biomass Energy
Conservation (BEC) Interventions” workshop held in South Africa from 3 to 7 March 2003. The
overview consists of information sheets on potential donors or funding sources that could be
approached to support biomass fuel conservation measures — either directly as energy projects or
based on cross-cutting issues such as forestry, health (indoor air pollution), food security, small
business & cottage industry development, and gender.

The overview begins with a summary of all the funds covered. This is the starting point of
identifying an appropriate fund. Once possible funds have been identified, they may be found (in
alphabetical order, or by referring to the table of contents) in the funder profile pages that follow.

Each profile consists of fund name, funding source, fund goals / aims, form of support, and general
conditions, as well as other information which assists in identifying appropriate funds. The meaning
of the sections of each funder profile information sheet is shown in the example below.

(iii) A long-term view of starting small and looking to grow big, building in flexibility;

Proposals to address the majority of the following criteria:

* to be environmentally sustainable. This refers to the local and global environment and the need to maintain
biodiversity. Projects should minimise local environmental impact and should lead to reductions in greenhouse gas
emissions.

* to have a significant and measurable positive impact on the quality of life of a community (for example in terms of
income generation, education or health)

* to have an ability and willingness to involve the community (and particularly users) throughout the project's
development, and to provide local training where necessary

* to be exemplary, with the potential for replication and/or expansion

* to represent innovative approaches to technology application

* to provide an energy service, rather than a technology alone, and to be clearly demand- rather than technology-led
* to show evidence of the necessary skills (technical and project management) and a willingness * to work in
partnership with others where appropriate (eg. NGOs, banks, credit providers, training providers).

* to have a proven track record and continuing commitment to renewable energy

* to lead towards financial sustainability

Absolute start-ups will not be considered. The Panel is seeking existing successful, innovative projects, however small,
that are proposing a new phase of development, an interesting adaptation, replication or expansion. Projects that have
found ways of overcoming obstacles will be of interest (eg. finance or credit facilities, tackling policy barriers, building
technical capacity).

Individuals or organisations working in developing countries anywhere in the world are welcome to apply, and
indigenous applicants will generally be favoured. Commercial organisations are not excluded so long as they fully
comply with the charitable objects of the Award. Applicants will need to provide strong evidence of a past and
continuing commitment to the field of community-based renewable energy. They will also need to demonstrate
sufficient experience of project implementation, as well as an understanding of the role that renewable energy
technology can play in development, including the necessary institutional and management conditions to make a project
successful and sustainable in the long term.

Because of the level of funding available, the panel is likely to favour smaller organisations for whom the award would
make a real difference. Given the potential capital costs involved in renewable energy projects, the Ashden Panel
recognises that the Ashden Award will not necessarily be the sole, or even largest, source of funding (for example if a
bank was willing to provide loan capital for a community-based credit scheme), but would nevertheless expect the
award to make the decisive contribution to a project.

Support is provided for the entire range of classic development co-operation measures in the fields of agriculture, health
care, training and further training, and also for improvements in the social, economic and democratic development of
these countries. There is a special emphasis on ecological aspects and equal opportunities for women.

As of January 1998, Kommunalkredit assumed responsibility for the management of EU-cofinanced projects as a
second field of support activity under the auspices of the Foreign Ministry. Under this system, projects qualifying for
EU funding up to 50% of their total costs receive additional funding from Austria up to 35%. The balance must be

financed from the project developer's own funds.

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CDM: CERUPT

be issued to the account of the investor country. In order to
realise this, host country and investor country both approve
the project as a CDM-project. Responsibility for CDM in The
Netherlands is with the Minister of Housing, Spatial Planning
and the Environment. 2002 was the first year that the
CERUPT was issues.

Through Carboncredits.nl the Dutch government buys the
reduction in greenhouse gas emissions (carbon credits) that
these projects generate, thus creating an additional source of
income to boost the economic feasibility of projects and
accelerate their implementation.

The rules and conditions for CDM have been established by parties to the Framework Convention. Governments and
private enterprises in the industrialized countries (annex I parties) will invest in projects in developing countries and
Economies in Transition that reduce greenhouse gas emissions with respect to baseline projects.
Sustainable energy projects will form a significant portion of these CDM projects. Under the rules of CDM that may be
agreed upon in the future, the certified carbon emission reductions that occurred owing to the alternative/CDM project

can be transferred to the project supporter in the developed country.

Partnerships will evolve through discussion of the specific energy service needs resulting from National
Poverty Reduction Strategy Papers, Country and Regional Strategy Papers, National Indicative Programmes, or other
national Sustainable Development Strategies. The benefits of regional activities in particular will be considered. The EU
Energy Initiative invites developing countries and stakeholders from the private sector, civil society and financial
organisations to build partnerships at the national or regional level.

Note that the EU Energy Initiative does not fund project directly, and there is no application procedure. Steps to
accessing EU funds start at a national level through National Poverty Reduction approaches, and local recognition of
the importance of energy to poverty reduction. The local government would, in general, need to request the local EC
delegate to assist them in the field of energy.

This overview has been compiled for the GTZ ProBEC “Efficient Fundraising for Biomass Energy Conservation (BEC) Interventions” workshop held in South Africa from 3 to 7 March 2003. The overview consists of information sheets on potential donors or funding sources that could be approached to support biomass fuel conservation measures – either directly as energy projects or based on cross-cutting issues such as forestry, health (indoor air pollution), food security, small business & cottage industry development, and gender.


The overview begins with a summary of all the funds covered. This is the starting point of identifying an appropriate fund. Once possible funds have been identified, they may be found (in alphabetical order, or by referring to the table of contents) in the funder profile pages that follow.


Each profile consists of fund name, funding source, fund goals / aims, form of support, and general conditions, as well as other information which assists in identifying appropriate funds. The meaning of the sections of each funder profile information sheet is shown in the example below.

The Ashden Award goes to support outstanding renewable energy projects. The Award's aim is to support a project that will provide support to a rural community in a developing country, in a way that alleviates poverty and improves the quality of life, while remaining fully responsive to existing cultural values. The project would need to provide an energy source either for income-generating or agricultural activities or for improving educational or healthcare facilities.

The aim is to support community based projects that can act as a valuable model for others and demonstrate a real potential for dissemination. Awards will not be made for renewable energy technology per se, but the application of technology in a way that has a positive impact on the quality of life of a community. Projects should represent an innovative approach to technology as an energy service and should meet a clearly demonstrated need rather than being technology led. 


Proposals to address the majority of the following criteria: 


* to be environmentally sustainable. This refers to the local and global environment and the need to maintain biodiversity. Projects should minimise local environmental impact and should lead to reductions in greenhouse gas emissions. 


* to have a significant and measurable positive impact on the quality of life of a community (for example in terms of income generation, education or health) 


* to have an ability and willingness to involve the community (and particularly users) throughout the project's development, and to provide local training where necessary 


* to be exemplary, with the potential for replication and/or expansion 


* to represent innovative approaches to technology application 


* to provide an energy service, rather than a technology alone, and to be clearly demand- rather than technology-led 


* to show evidence of the necessary skills (technical and project management) and a willingness * to work in partnership with others where appropriate (eg. NGOs, banks, credit providers, training providers). 


* to have a proven track record and continuing commitment to renewable energy 


* to lead towards financial sustainability 


Absolute start-ups will not be considered. The Panel is seeking existing successful, innovative projects, however small, that are proposing a new phase of development, an interesting adaptation, replication or expansion. Projects that have found ways of overcoming obstacles will be of interest (eg. finance or credit facilities, tackling policy barriers, building technical capacity). 


Individuals or organisations working in developing countries anywhere in the world are welcome to apply, and indigenous applicants will generally be favoured. Commercial organisations are not excluded so long as they fully comply with the charitable objects of the Award. Applicants will need to provide strong evidence of a past and continuing commitment to the field of community-based renewable energy. They will also need to demonstrate sufficient experience of project implementation, as well as an understanding of the role that renewable energy technology can play in development, including the necessary institutional and management conditions to make a project successful and sustainable in the long term. 


Because of the level of funding available, the panel is likely to favour smaller organisations for whom the award would make a real difference. Given the potential capital costs involved in renewable energy projects, the Ashden Panel recognises that the Ashden Award will not necessarily be the sole, or even largest, source of funding (for example if a bank was willing to provide loan capital for a community-based credit scheme), but would nevertheless expect the award to make the decisive contribution to a project.

The Partnerships will lead to action at the national, sub-regional or regional levels with a focus on institutional capacity building and technical assistance to support development of energy policies and to encourage investment in sustainable energy.

* technical co-operation


* market development


* co-operation with financial institutions


* the adoption of a cross-sectoral approach


The Initiative becomes operational through the development of Partnerships, which will ensure linkages between objectives agreed within the Johannesburg Political Declaration and Plan of Implementation and activities on the ground. Partnerships will evolve through discussion of the specific energy service needs resulting from National Poverty Reduction Strategy Papers, Country and Regional Strategy Papers, National Indicative Programmes, or other national Sustainable Development Strategies. The benefits of regional activities in particular will be considered. The EU Energy Initiative invites developing countries and stakeholders from the private sector, civil society and financial organisations to build partnerships at the national or regional level.


Note that the EU Energy Initiative does not fund project directly, and there is no application procedure. Steps to accessing EU funds start at a national level through National Poverty Reduction approaches, and local recognition of the importance of energy to poverty reduction. The local government would, in general, need to request the local EC delegate to assist them in the field of energy.

Working with the GVEP will most probably entail providing services to the partnership for the execution of its aims (training) - at the time of writing (March 2003) this has not been clarified. Suggested strategy includes 1) Joining the partnership, 2) Inform them about what you are doing (raise their awareness of your actions), 3) Enter into dialogue about what you are doing, and how you could help GVEP achieve its aims.

What we don't fund: The Foundation generally does not make loans and does not provide grants for: operational phases of established programs; capital purposes (purchasing, remodeling, or furnishing of facilities and equipment, except as part of a programmatic effort); separate budget line items labeled as "indirect or overhead costs"; conferences; films, television, or radio programs unless they are an integral parts of a project or program already being funded; endowments or development campaigns; religious programs; or individuals. 


Note: Research, planning or studies are sometimes funded only as part of a broader program or Foundation-funded project.

We do not have pre-printed application forms, but encourage grant applicants to submit their requests electronically using the Foundation's online application/form. Grant applications are also accepted through the mail. The content of your initial contact should include certain pieces information.

Food Systems and Rural Development - The food systems grantmaking focuses on catalyzing efforts that lead to a safe, wholesome food supply for this and future generations while ensuring that food production and food-related business systems are economically viable, environmentally sensitive, sustainable long-term, and socially responsible. The rural development work supports comprehensive, collaborative, and integrative efforts of people, organizations, and institutions that, together, create social and economic opportunities that lead to healthy rural communities and improvement in the lives of rural residents.


Youth and Education - Using a holistic, child-centered approach, Youth and Education programs address the preschool through college continuum - ages 0 to 24. The overall goal is to support healthy infant, child, and youth development by mobilizing, strengthening, and aligning systems that affect children's learning. The strategies are: 1) mobilize youth, families, and communities to inform policies that affect learning and achievement for vulnerable children and youth; and 2) forge partnerships between education institutions and communities to promote learning, academic performance, and workforce preparation among vulnerable young people.
