We d like to invite you to participate in the fourth annual TDSB REEL CANADA 
Cineplex Day – a special one-day festival of Canadian films presented by REEL

WHAT: We will be screening three films in the morning (in three separate theatres) and 
three in the afternoon. All screenings will be introduced by a trained REEL CANADA 
facilitator and followed by Q&A sessions with special guests, guided discussion with 
facilitators, or a workshop on Canadian film and culture.  
 

Each participating student will have an opportunity to see two films (one in the morning 
and one in the afternoon), out of the full programme of six. 
 

The six films will be selected by students through a voting process in advance of the 
festival day. We will tally the votes from all participating schools, and the most popular 
six films will be screened.
