Use a broad repertoire of
effective instructional and
assessment strateqgies to
differentiate how students learn
and how they demonstrate their
learning (content, process,

Continually build awareness of
students’ learning strengths and
rieds by observing and assessing

their teadiness, interests and
learning preferences

When we know the learner’s strengths and needs (readiness, interests and learner
preferences), we can respond by differentiating:

What students learn about and where they begin learning (e.g., topic, entry point) CONTENT

The ways we help students learn—through instruction and assessment (e.g., researching a PROCESS

The ways students demonstrate their learning—through assessment and evaluation PRODUCT
(e.g., creating a product from a choice board, oral or written presentation)

Responding by Differentiating involves:

Using appropriate, evidence-based strategies for in: iruction, assessment and evaluation;
