Answer: Low angle shot – here it is just used to 
show the boys looking at Princess as she 
arrives…

Who is this man and why is he framed in this 
way?



Answer: The family Minister – referred to as 
‘Your Highness’ – shot with a low angle to 
show his power and authority within the 
family

GROUP ONE

Where is this shot taken in the film and why is it 
significant?



Answer: The hallway scene

It’s significant as an important part of the plot 
line.

Name three of the important themes from the 
film:



Answer: choose from family, love and

Describe the light in the scene that this photo is 
taken from:



Answer: soft, warm ,golden ,romantic.  WHY?  
To offer a romantic mood, in contrast to 
earlier scenes of the jail cell and gloomy lit
