@ In high school his works were published in
sophisticated magazine named Central High
Monthly

® Throughout college Hughes published his
works in Crisis and Opportunity magazines
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® “Mother to Son”

® “Mulatto”

® “A Dream Deferred”

® “The Negro Speaks of Rivers”
® “l, Too”




® During the 1920s and 1930s

® Period of blossoming for African American
culture and intellectual life
