❏   There are resources and 
attributions for most of the re-
search material, pictures, music 
and technology used on the 
website.  

❏   The information on the web-
site is incomplete, confusing and 
poorly organized.  Images and 
media do not help the visitor to 
understand the topic.  There are 
numerous spelling and gram-
matical errors.

❏   There is no bibliography or 
list of attributions and permis-
sions.

CONTENT QUALITY
