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How to select a drawing tool?

In the toolbox

e Using the mouse, point to the tool which is needed

e Click on the tool
To draw using the selected tool, follow the instructions below:

e Move the cursor to the place you want to start
e Press and hold down the mouse button
e Drag the cursor around the drawing area

e When you are satisfied with the shape of the drawing, release the mouse

Task 2: Select the Eraser Tool
