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Open Courseware

e In 2001 MIT started the trend

e Six years later there are over 100 educational
institutes producing open courseware

e 14 Universities in Vietnam are members of the
OCW Consortium

e The trend 1s obvious...



What is Courseware?

e Courseware 1s material used by educators to
teach

e Typically includes many sources:
e Books
e Textbooks
e Research papers
* Lecture notes
e Multimedia

e Other resources that are relevant to the subject



What is Open Courseware?

e Information that is unencumbered

e Licensed to allow sharing
e Free to use and distribute (modify and change)
e Definition:

Educational material that 1s available for all to see
and use with materials licensed under a Creative
Commons license

Three Creative Commons Licenses

e Attribution Non-commercial Share Alike ® @ @

Anyone can use, modify and distribute your work, but they must
credit you but no one can sell your work. All modifications must
be made available for free.

e Attribution Share Alike ® @

Anyone can use, modify and distribute your work, but they must
credit you and they must make all modifications available for
free.

e Attribution ®

Anyone can use, modify and distribute your work, but they must
credit you.




Why Open Courseware?

e For Universities

e A low cost, high visibility method to upgrade staff skills
e (Global awareness of university name and successes

e Improves recruitment

e For Professors
e Keep pace with peers globally
e Make name known globally

e Expand professional and personal network globally



Difficulties of Open Courseware

e Building a network

 Working in a second language

e Peer review from people that are unknown
e Little support from local community

e Lack of time to get started

e Making exiting materials presentable

e Publish without feedback
