To complete  "own topic" inquiry with students sharing what they have learnt so far
To introduce the synthesis level with a flight visual presentation of their own topic/flight  
To think critically about local issues from a historical and future perspective
To combine curriculum elements allowing students to create personal and class responses 
To provide practical experience in an action based project with local iwi and expert advice

Creating an oral and visual presentation of a story based around Okahau fictional characters Korimako, 
Mangapai and Te Taniwha.
