The nasalized vowels were less affected by gender for most of the dialects. 
However, Aŋlɔ females have [ɛ̃] fronted than males and the male speakers have 
further back [ũ] and [ɔ̃] production than the females. Gender did not affect the 
qualities of the nasalized vowels in Avenor in any way. Ho and Kpando females 
have significantly fronted [ĩ], [ẽ] and [ə̃] than the male speakers.
