Low Level of cognitive difficulty 

Quardrant A 
 

• An easy task with support such as 
visuals, demonstrations and 
modeling. 

• One example might be playing a 
game after someone modeled it. 

Quardrant C 
 

• Easy tasks that provide minimal 
support.  The support given is 
mostly through oral language. 

• Examples from the text were: 
writing a list, talking on the 
phone/texting 

• Copying from the board 
• Filling in a worksheet 

 
 

Quardrant B 
 

• Tasks that demands higher level 
thinking skills and includes many 
supports for making meaning. 

• Support may include: graphic 
organizer, pictures, charts, maps, 
and working with manipulatives. 

Quardrant D 
 

• Tasks that include higher level 
thinking where students much rely 
on language directions. 

• Examples include: listening to a 
lecture, reading a textbook, writing 
a paper, and taking standardized 
tests. 

 

Cognitively Demanding 
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• Students feel comfortable 

• Peer approval  
• Safe and friendly classroom environment 

• Acceptance  
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 Students working together in authentic activities that facilitate oral 
language development.
