» Microphone

« Digital recorder or computer
 Audio-editing software

» Royalty-free music or sounds




Steps in creating a podcast

Record your podcast

Move the audio file into an audio editor
Add the introduction and endings

Save file as an MP3 file

Mount on a Web site

Create your podcast newsfeed (blog site)
Register your podcast (feedburner.com)
Add your podcast to directories
