The remainder of the form is to be
completed during the face to face consultation. It is the responsibility of the public school district to submit this completed form to the Nebraska Department of Education
by May 1,-2013 Complete this form for each nonpublic school geographically located within the public school district attendance area to document that the nonpublic
school was consulted regarding potential participation in a federal program.
