What is assistive technology?
Assistive technology—called AT—is any
device or service that helps a person be
more independent at home, at work, at
school or at play.

Children and adults with any type of
disability can use AT to make the most of
their abilities and to do things more
quickly and easily.

How can AT help children with learning
disabilities?
There are a variety of assistive technology
devices that can help children with any
type of learning disability. Everything
from highlighter pens to computers are
great tools for children with different
learning styles and needs.

AT services can also help children select
and make the most of their assistive
technology devices. With AT services,
many children are able to take full
advantage of their preschool or classroom
experiences.

Examples of AT devices for children with
learning disabilities
• highlighter pens
• headphones, ear plugs or white noise

machines
• books on tape, videos or CD-roms
• computer software
• laptop computers
• electronic notebooks
• graph paper
• beepers and buzzers
• calculators or talking calculators
• tape recorders
• specialized computer keyboards
• hand-held spellers
• voice organizers
• word processors with spell, grammar

and proofreading checks
• word processors with voice output
• reminder devices
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Types of computer programs for children with
learning disabilities
• mapping and outlining programs
• word prediction programs
• text to speech programs
• interactive reading programs with track-

ing and speed support for use with any
printed text including textbooks, litera-
ture and student’s own written assign-
ments

• programs which turn a personal com-
puter with a scanner and a voice synthe-
sizer into a reading machine

• speech-to-text dictation programs
• pre-writing programs which assist writ-

ers in choosing, exploring and organiz-
ing information about a topic

Questions to ask when evaluating AT needs
• What are the child’s abilities, skills and

interests?
• What level of support will the child need

to use a device effectively?
• To what extent will the child be able to

make choices and use devices indepen-
dently?

• What are the child’s goals for reading,
writing, math skill building, creativity,
problem solving, independence, friend-
ship and recreation?

• In what settings will the child use AT?
• Does the child have any special physical

or intellectual needs?
• What is the child’s learning style?
• What do other children the same age

like or need to do?
