NAME  OF  SCHOLARSHIP  

The  scholarship  will  be  known  as  the  Fritz  and  Mamie  Johnson  Memorial  Scholarship  of  
Elkhorn  Valley  School,  Tilden,  Nebraska.  

  

PROCEDURE  FOR  SELECTION  OF  RECIPIENT  

A  scholarship  selection  committee  composed  of  three  members  shall  select  the  recipient  
of  the  award.  One  member  shall  be  the  principal  of  Elkhorn  Valley  High  School,  or  his  
or  her  nominee.  The  remaining  two  members  shall  be  members  of  the  Tilden  American  
Legion  and/or  the  Tilden  American  Legion  Auxiliary.  Said  Committee,  by  majority  
vote,  shall  select  the  recipient  of  the  scholarship  award  each  year.  

Any  student  interested  in  being  awarded  the  scholarship  shall  make  application  by  
submitting  a  100-­‐‑  to  200-­‐‑word  letter  to  the  above-­‐‑mentioned  committee.  The  letter  shall  
state  the  applicant’s  post-­‐‑secondary  educational  interests,  principal  needs  and  goals.  
The  letter  shall  also  indicate  how  the  applicant  expects  to  use  the  funds  to  accomplish  
his  or  her  educational  goals  and  state  the  name  of  the  school  of  learning  to  be  attended.  
The  scholarship  award  shall  be  made  to  a  student  who  will  attend  a  four-­‐‑year  college  or  
university.  

SELECTING  RECIPIENT  AND  AMOUNT  OF  AWARD  

One  scholarship  equal  to,  and  payable  interest  earned  from  the  invested  funds  shall  be  
awarded  each  year.  The  scholarship  committee  will  be  informed  of  the  amount  
available  by  the  Tilden  Bank  each  spring,  and  prior  to  the  award  being  announced.  

In  selecting  the  recipient  of  the  scholarship  award,  the  scholarship  committee  shall  
consider  the  following  criteria  in  awarding  the  scholarship  in  the  order  listed:  

A. Overall  character  of  the  student,  and  the  likelihood  that  he  or  she  will  complete  
the  requirements  for  a  bachelor’s  degree.  

B. The  student’s  overall  grade  average,  which  must  be  at  least  a  C+.  

C. The  student’s  need  for  financial  assistance.  

D. The  student’s  participation  in  extra-­‐‑curricular,  community,  and/or  school  
activities.
