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Example: Discrete probability distribution

Dr. Smith and Dr. Johnson developed a test to measure boredom tolerance. They administered it to a
group of 200 statistics students between the ages of 25 and 35. The possible scores were 0, 1,2, 3, 4,
5, and 6, with 6 indicating the highest tolerance for boredom. The test results for this group are shown
in the table.
