Shows evidence of more
conventional spellings of words
with more unusual patterns.

Composing: Generates and
maintains idea in response to the
prompt independently.

Comprehension: Writing reflects
understanding of the text and the
prompt.

Language Structure: Formulates
complete sentences with
conjunctions, relative pronouns
and/or adverbial clauses.
