Includes new words from
reading experiences in writing

Spelling strategy/encoding:
Semiphonetic stage

Says the word slowly and hears
and records some beginning
and ending consonant sounds

teacher assistance.

Comprehension: Writing
reflects understanding of the
text and the prompt.

Language Structure:
Formulates simple sentences
containing prepositional
phrases.
