It was hard to use the trackpad and everything seemed to run 
a little slower. I definitely prefer my personal laptop.            

• When you have to learn a new operating system some day (e.g., your school gives you a new 
laptop with a different operating system than you’re used to), what strategies will you employ to 
get comfortable with it quickly?    I will set aside some time to explore the computer on my own 
and do some research for some tips on the internet. I will also work with the tech staff, if I have 
time, to perhaps learn even more new things.

1 Web 2.0 Communication Tool

• What Web 2.0 tool did you use (name it and give the URL)?  I used Audioboo 
(https://audioboo.fm/users/1742621/boos) and I also used Wikispaces 
(http://rumblecmkit.wikispaces.com/home)           

• How did you find out about it?     I found out about Audioboo through the Fall2013 Wiki. I have 
always known about wikispaces, through high school, but have never gotten the chance to use it.      
  

• For what blog entry or project did you use it? I used the Audioboo tool for the Audio blog of the 
Wes Fryer audio chapter. I used the Wikispaces tool for my Classroom Management Kit.  

• What did it do that you liked?  I loved that all of my recording and editing could happen on the 
Audioboo website and that I could keep all of my audio recordings in one place online. I loved 
how organized the Wikispaces was and all the features we could add. Both were very user 
friendly.           

• What did it do that you didn’t like (what frustrated you, what features were too hard to figure out, 
etc.)?   I had to make sure I was in a quiet environment for the recording because it picked up on 
a lot in the background. The Wikispaces widgets were not my cup of tea, but once I got a handle 
on how to use them, they were very useful.          

• Would you consider using it in your classroom? Why or why not? I would definitely use both 
tools in my classroom. The Audioboo tool would be great for my students to record their thoughts 
about their readings and be able to post it to a blog. And the Wikispaces would be a great tool to 
use like we did this entire Practicum course, to keep myself and my students organized.
