You may remember an earlier article I

wrote on'hard photos': Daguerreot54res,
Ambrotypes and Tintypes, that they were
invented in 1839, l'854, and 1856 respec-
tively. One might surmise that photos on
paper were perfected and in common use by
r84r.

Actually, photos on paper were done by
William Henry Talbot in 1833, using a Cam-
era Obscura, and in 1835 using a Mouse-
trap Camera. None of these photos survive
today, since they were subject to reasonably
rapid fading. However, second generation
copies of some of them do exist.

Freshly pro-

cessed paper produced a better, more con-

sistent product, so many photographers
broke eggs on the day tJrey were photo-
graphing.
